Spending Review 2002 PSA Targets

Sure Start’s PSA targets for the SR2002 period again relate to the four Spending Review 2000
objectives shown. The targets are to achieve by 2005-06, in areas covered by Sure Start local
programmes and children’s centres:

An increase in the proportion of children aged five with normal levels of personal, social and

emotional development for their age.

A 6 percentage point reduction in the proportion of mothers who smoke during pregnancy.

An increase in the proportion of children aged five with normal levels of communication, language
and literacy for their age and an increase in the proportion of young children with satisfactory

speech and language development at age 2 years.

A 12% reduction in the proportion of young children living in households where no one is working.

The baseline for each of these targets will be published in the Departmental Report 2004.
