FOUNDATION STAGE PROFILE 2003:
NATIONAL RESULTS

Introduction

The statistics in this publication are based on the outcome of
the Foundation Stage Profile first reported in 2003. The
Foundation Stage Profile (FSP) replaces statutory baseline
assessment on entry to primary school and the Foundation
Stage curriculum is now a statutory stage of the national
curriculum for England, alongside Key Stages 1-4.

The statistics are published as ‘experimental statistics’ and do
not display the National Statistics logo, as they are still being
evaluated and remain subject to further testing in terms of
their volatility and ability to meet customer needs.

The results should be treated with caution as this is the first
year that such data have been collected. The data result
from a new statutory assessment for which teachers have
received limited and variable training and the moderation of
results within and between local education authorities (LEAS)
has been patchy. Therefore, there is less confidence in the
quality of the assessments and the consistency between
teachers, schools/ settings, and LEAs. In addition, we know
some of the data to be of poor quality and completeness,
although we are satisfied that these do not affect the results
significantly at a national level.

As improvements are made to the training, moderation and
data collection, the data will be judged to establish whether
the statistics meet the quality standards to be published as
National Statistics in future years. These improvements will
include the production of new FSP materials to develop the
skills of reception teachers and bring together reception and
year 1 teachers to build more appropriate learning for children
as they move to Key Stage 1, as well as new software options
allowing missing results to be classified appropriately.

Background

Through observing children at work, and by making notes
when necessary about what has been achieved, practitioners
can make professional judgements about children’s
achievements and decide on the next steps in learning. They
can also provide information for parents and carers about how
children are progressing.



The assessments are made on the basis of the practitioner’s accumulating observations
and knowledge of the whole child. By the end of the Foundation Stage, the Profile
provides a way of summing up that knowledge. Whether or not the Profile is used
throughout the year, assessments against the scales should be finalised in the summer
term, summarising each child’s development at that point.

The curriculum covers six areas of learning covering children’s physical, intellectual,
emotional and social development:

Personal, social and emotional development (3 assessment scales);
Communication, language and literacy (4 assessment scales);
Mathematical development (3 assessment scales);

Knowledge and understanding of the world (1 assessment scale);
Physical development (1 assessment scale); and

Creative development (1 assessment scale).

The Foundation Stage Profile captures the early learning goals as a set of thirteen
assessment scales, each of which has nine points:

e The first three points describe a child who is still progressing towards the
achievements described in the early learning goals, and are based mainly on the
stepping stones in the curriculum guidance. Most children will achieve all of these
three points before they achieve any of the early learning goals, but there may be
some exceptions to this pattern.

e The next five points are drawn from the early learning goals themselves. These are
presented in approximate order of difficulty, according to evidence from ftrials.
However, the points are not necessarily hierarchical and a child may achieve a later
point without having achieved some or all of the earlier points.

e The final point in each scale describes a child who has achieved all the points from
1-8 on that scale, has developed further both in breadth and depth, and is working
consistently beyond the level of the early learning goals.

The data

In 2003, schools and early years settings were put under a statutory obligation to send
individual pupil level data in respect of the 13 summary scales to their Local Education
Authority (LEA). DfES data needs were met by asking LEAs to provide:



a. overall LEA summary data, which has been aggregated to provide the
national results in this publication;

b. a representative sample of pupil level data for evaluation purposes, which will
be used internally as part of the National Pupil Database, and may be made
available for research purposes at a later date; and

C. summary data in respect of pupils in Sure Start local programme areas,
which will be used for Sure Start PSA targets and other monitoring purposes.

However, this does not provide us with the full picture, even at a pupil level. For example,
although we can say that a child has achieved 6 points on the Creative Development
scale, we do not know which of the nine points these are. The child could have gained
points 1,2,3,5,6, and 8.

Additionally, using the LEA and Sure Start summary data we cannot say how many pupils
gain a certain combination of results. For example, we can say that 24% of children
gained 9 points on one scale and 25% of children gained 9 points on another scale, but we
cannot say what percentage gained 9 points on both of these scales.

The statistics in this publication are compiled from the overall LEA summary data. A
complete distribution of scores is given in Table 1 of this publication, as well as aggregated
data as follows:

e A scale score of 0-3 indicates working towards the Early Learning Goals;

e A scale score of 4-7 indicates working within the Early Learning Goals; and

e A scale score of 8-9 indicates met or working beyond the Early Learning Goals.
The total number of children included in each scale is also included in this table.

Key Points

¢ Assessment areas where more children are working towards the Early Learning
Goals are:

o Communication, language and literacy: Linking sounds and letters (CLL:
LSL) — 18%;

o Communication, language and literacy: Writing (CLL: W) — 15%; and
o Mathematical development: Calculating (MAT:C) — 12%.

e Assessment areas where more children are meeting or working beyond the Early
Learning Goals are:

o Personal, social and emotional development: Dispositions and attitudes
(PSE: DA) — 58%;



o Mathematical development: Numbers as labels for counting (MAT:NLC) —
58%; and

o Physical development (PD) — 62%.

¢ In all assessments, there are more girls meeting or working beyond the early
learning goals, and more boys working towards the early learning goals.
