PUPIL ABSENCE - SPRING 2007 TERM REPORT

1.1 This document reports on absence during the spring 2007 term in
maintained primary, secondary schools, city technology colleges and
academies in England. It is based on pupil level absence data collected via
the summer 2007 School Census. This release provides local level
information on the rates of absence (authorised, unauthorised and overall) by
type of school; number of enrolments missing more than 27 or 63 sessions;
and the proportion of absence by reason.

1.2  This is not a National Statistics publication. The statistics are
presented as emerging findings and have been released to help planning, to
study trends and to monitor outcomes of initiatives and interventions on pupil
attendance. This is the second in a series of termly reports on pupil absence.
Absence data for 2005/06 were not released on a termly basis as it was the
first year of collection

1.3 Information based on absence data linked across the autumn 2006 and
spring 2007 terms will be published in October 2007 in a Statistical First
Release (SFR). This will include rates of absence (authorised, unauthorised
and overall) and persistent absence in the first two terms of the 2006/07
school year. Final absence statistics relating to the full 2006/07 school year
are intended for publication as National Statistics in February 2008. This
product will add value to the emerging findings published in termly reports and
the October SFR by presenting whole year findings (cumulative results from
the three termly collections) and providing more detailed analyses of absence
by pupil characteristics and persistent absentees.

KEY POINTS

2.1 The percentages of half days missed due to absence in the spring
2007 term are given in the table. Figures relating to the spring 2006 term are
also provided for comparison.

2.2 Although figures for academies are shown separately, it should be
noted that academies are among the most challenging schools in the country,
located in the some of the most disadvantaged areas, and that most
academies replace weak or underperforming schools. The year on year
comparisons are based on different numbers of academies (there were 27
academies open in 2005/06 and 46 in 2006/07). The comparison is therefore
not a direct one and clear conclusions cannot be made at this stage.
However, fuller analysis of academies that enables more informative
comparisons will be added to future SFRs. Research conducted by NfER on
behalf of the Local Government Association found that:

e academies admit higher proportions of pupils eligible for free school meals
than the proportion living in the local postcode districts;

e academies admit higher proportions of pupils with special educational
needs compared to the proportions living in the local postcode districts;
and



e academies admit a lower proportion of pupils of higher KS2 ability
compared to the proportion living within the local postcode districts.

2.3 Inthe spring 2007 term some 0.6 per cent of enrolments across all
maintained primary, secondary schools, city technology colleges and
academies missed more than 63 sessions in that term alone. Persistent
Absentees are defined as missing more than 63 sessions across the full year.
Data linking pupil absence across the autumn 2006 and spring 2007 terms will
be available in October and will provide a rate of persistent absence across
both terms (rather than looking at each term in isolation).

2.4 A summary of the rates of enrolments by the number of sessions
missed is given in the table. Figures for the spring 2006 term are also
provided for comparison.

In secondary schools and CTCs, the percentage of enrolments who are, or
who are on track to becoming, Persistent Absentees has decreased or
remained the same when compared with data for the same term in the last
reporting period.

2.5 The most commonly reported reason for absence was “illness (not
medical or dental appointments)” which accounted for almost 61 per cent of
all instances of absence (where reason for absence was provided).

2.6  Some 15 per cent of half days missed due to absence were
unauthorised. However, until the reason for an absence is explained schools



are meant to record a pupil as “unauthorised absence — no reason yet”. So
some cases of unauthorised absence may change to authorised absence at a
later stage (i.e. once a sickness absence note has been received by the
school).



LOCAL AUTHORITY ANALYSIS

3.1 Local authority tables cover the maintained sector only as they are
designed to help authorities monitor, compare and improve absence levels.

The Department for Children, Schools and Families (DCSF) published
specific guidance on the categorisation of attendance and absence in
February 2005 when it launched the new codes as part of the collection
of absence data via the School Census. This guidance was revised
when the 2006 Pupil Registration regulations came into force on 1
September 2006 and was published alongside “Keeping Pupil Registers”
which is guidance on applying the regulations. The guidance is available
at www.dfes.gov.uk/schoolattendance/leqislation.

In law, parents of children of compulsory school age (aged 5 to 15 at the
start of the school year) are required to ensure that they receive a
suitable education by regular attendance at school or otherwise. Failure
to comply with this statutory duty can lead to prosecution. LAs are
responsible in law for making sure that pupils attend school.

Schools are required to take attendance registers twice a day: once at
the beginning of the morning session and once during the afternoon
session. In their register schools are required to distinguish whether
pupils are present, engaged in an approved educational activity or are
absent. Where a day pupil of compulsory school age is absent, schools
have to indicate in their register whether the absence is authorised by
the school or unauthorised.

Authorised absence is absence with permission from a teacher or other
authorised representative of the school. This includes instances of
absences for which a satisfactory explanation has been provided (for
example, iliness).

Unauthorised absence is absence without permission from a teacher or
other authorised representative of the school. This includes all
unexplained or unjustified absences. Arriving late for school can
sometimes be recorded as unauthorised absence.

Data Collection, Coverage and Quality

In 2006 the School Census (SC) started to collect pupil level absence
data on a termly basis (spring, summer and autumn collections) from
maintained secondary schools, city technology colleges and academies
in England. In January 2007 the scope extended to also include
maintained primary schools. The SC collects information for a pupil’s
attendance in the term prior to the census. For example, the spring SC
collects information on absence during the autumn term.

The spring 2007 SC collected reason for absence for the first time.
Schools were able to provide absence data using a reason code or by
using total figures for number of sessions missed due to authorised and
unauthorised absence. It was not expected that schools would use both.

However, one software supplier enabled both absences by reason and
total authorised and unauthorised absence to be returned. Around 2,000
schools provided both a breakdown of absence by reason and totals.

To derive absence rates, the totals have been used unless the sum of
absence by reason exceeds the totals.

There were 17 schools reporting no absence or missing data. It would
be expected that some pupils would be absent during the course of the
term. This includes a number of maintained primary schools in South
Tyneside local authority area where the problems in providing
attendance data seems to be software related.

Information relating to pupil absence counts the number of pupil
enrolments rather than the number of pupils. Where a pupil has moved
school throughout the year, they will be counted more than once as they
have recorded attendance at more than one school. Pupil absence is
recorded for the period a pupil is enrolled at a school.

General

4.10 This is not a National Statistics publication. The aim of this document is

to provide emerging findings of absence data relating to the autumn
2006 term for operational and management purposes. Quality
assurance checks of the absence data are still underway. Detailed
findings reporting on the full 2006/07 school year are expected to be
released in a Statistical First Release in February 2008.
